JKA International Course

I recently attended the JKA International Course in Guildford, and what a breath of fresh air it was. Gone was any animosity between North and South of Britain (as in old KUGB days) and in its place was an atmosphere of sincerity and warmth between all the karate-ka and instructors in the JKA. The course was largely technical taken by either of the Senior JKA Instructors. Then the class was separated into three with the JKA Technical Directors, Sensei Imura and Sensei Imamura insuring that all kata and bunkai was re informed in the true JKA way.

Each day would start with the warm-up taken by Sensei Ohta 6th Dan and then the first 1 ½ hour of the session taken by either of the Senior JKA Instructors. Then the class was separated into three groups (kyu grade, 3rd kyu to Shodan, & Nidan above) and each day we had a different sensei take us all through kata and bunkai

I made a few new friends who teamed up together for each bunkai session and we each helped the other through some of the bunkai that was being taught.

Mrs Enoeda paid a visit on the Saturday and Sunday for book signing of “Sensei Enoeda – The Tiger of Shotokan Karate”. Unfortunately I did not buy a copy as I did not have enough money, but Mrs Enoeda signed my attendance card along with the other JKA Sensei.

The technical ability of these instructors is something to be in awe of, but the character of all the instructors was fantastic and all were very approachable and always had time for every student answering (and photos).

Sensei Ohta and his team of the JKAE had organised a course that incorporated a level of tuition that all enjoyed and appreciated. The detail to technique was excellent and in this relaxed atmosphere the students could absorb everything that was done and said.
